Professor Vittorio Cacciafesta gave an excellent overview on the difficulties relating to
Orthodontic treatment of adult European patients who often presentadth high
expectation of treatment outcomes. This year, we were also honoured to have two
renowned speakers Professor Vijay P Jayade and Professor G Karandikar from the Indian
Orthodontic Society who came to give us their personal support and at the siamee
working towards maintaining bilateral ties between the 2 nations where Orthodontics is
concerned within the Asian Pacific region.
